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The University’s new 3+2 degree pathway provides students the option to complete their B.S. in Exercise
Science (with an optional Massage Therapy minor) and their M.S. in Athletic Training within 5 academic years.
Students will save a full year of college tuition and living expenses and earn an additional year’s salary by
entering the workforce a year earlier.

To become an athletic trainer, you must receive a Master’s degree from an accredited program, and must pass
the Board of Certification exam, which is taken at the end of the Master's degree program.
