This morning, someone at work asked me about my Ph.D. experience
at ISU.

My Ph.D. experience at ISU has been life-defining in
the best way possible. For the past year I've been serving as the
Library Dean at the State University of New York at New Paltz. | love
my job, and it doesn’t hurt that | live in one of the most edenic areas
of the country — the Hudson River Valley.
